World Economics

Course Length: 4 weeks

Law, Ethics & Society

How do we decide between right and wrong? Why do we need laws? What are
our rights and obligations as citizens? This course challenges students to take
on some of society’s toughest questions. Through case studies, group projects,
guest speakers and field trips, students will learn the basic principles behind
the Canadian legal system, exploring how it compares their own.

Film & Cinema Studies

Course Length: 4 weeks
Classes: 15 hours/week
Minimum Level Required: Upper Intermediate+

This course will explore how film communicates beyond words. Topics covered
include genre traditions (sci-fi, horror, documentary, etc.), production techniques,
and principles of visual composition. During in-class screenings and discussions,
students will analyze the many ways in which filmmakers convey stories, ideas,
emotions, and biases. For their major project, they will have the opportunity
to try out some of these strategies for themselves.

Critical Thinking in Statistics

In this course, students will learn the fundamentals of mathematical statistics
and data analysis, critically examining how statistical data is collected and
used to model reality. Through individual work, class discussions, and group
projects, students will also apply their analytical skills to explore cognitive bias,
game theory, and decision-making.
